The staf
must wori wellwith the public and use 3 diplomatic
2pprosch. Wage and benafis wil bs commensurata
with experience and comparable to other similar
posiions. Office and telephone accass 25 well 2.

Code of Washington (RCW), the BCNWCS shal cause their
being controlled t the expense of the landoviner 35 par
RCW 17.10.170. Chargesfor the regulstory work shll be
incurred on the basi o 2 cost of spplcation plus sbor
and materil. The amount o such expense shal consi-
<ute 3 en against the property ater 3 hearing has been
held on such expense and approvad by the BCNWICS.

For thase who have a savere infesation, an approved,
ressanable, continuous effort il be considered in corn-
Plince with our gosls. The Wesd Board staf wil be avi-
able o asis in formuating an approved controlplan. A
strong emphass willbe made <o prevent new weeds from
establshing. It willtake help from everyone i locating
and reportng noxious wesd infestations o the BCNWCS.
We ntend o reserve our costshare dolars, hould they
become avaiable, o target and siminate these new
invaders.

The BONWCS recogrizes thatstuations may arse where
the Coordinator or staff may, i the pursuance of their
dutes, find it ecessary o enter private proparty. The
BCNWCB or duly authorized personnel s the authority
<o enter il propercyfor the purposes of enforcng the
e s ofthe Sate of Washingeon under RCW.
